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FORMAT

· Type the title of the Abstract in CAPITAL LETTERS immediately under the top border.  If the title extends to the second line use single spacing.

· Type the author names (underline the presenting author), affiliations and main body of text so that it fits entirely within the defined rectangle (16.1 cm down x 12.2 cm across). Separate the name(s) of the author(s) from the title by a single space.  Use 12 point Times New Roman only.  If type is too small it reproduces illegibly. 

· Separate the authors from the body of the Abstract with a single space.  Indent the first line of each paragraph 3 spaces.  Separate paragraphs by a single space. Organise the body of the abstract in the following order: statement of purpose, statement of methods, summary of results and conclusions.  Do not use subtitles, eg, methods, results, etc.

· References can be cited by number in the text and listed at the end of the abstract in the following form: authors, year, journal, volume number, page number.

· Abbreviations should be those used in scientific journals when not in general use they should be defined when first used in the text.  Author’s abbreviations are not acceptable in the title.  Generic names of drugs should be used and followed by a reference number to detail the proprietary equivalent and origin.  Graphical representation of data cannot be used.

· No revisions will be allowed after the submission date.

· Closing date for abstract submission is 19 March 2003.  Abstracts received after this date will not be considered for inclusion in the programme.
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
